The meeting was called to order by Donavan Harrington, Chair of the Board of Trustees.  He then conducted a roll call of the District Boards of Health.  
· District 1:  2 present + 3 proxies
· District 2:  5 present + 2 proxies
· District 3:  2 present + 5 proxies
· District 4: 1 + 5 proxies
· District 5:  7 present + 2 proxies
· District 6:  4present + 3 proxies
· District 7:  2 present + 7 proxies

Recognition of Richard Horne

· A presentation was made to Richard Horne, former District Director for Eastern Idaho Public Health District, in recognition of his 42 years of dedicated service to public health in Idaho.  EIPHD Board member Robert Cope, Directors Bruce Krosch and Carol Moehrle, EIPHD Director Geri Rackow, and Sandy Horne all spoke in recognition of Richard’s commitment and outstanding service.  Richard thanked IAB for their honor.  

Approval of Minutes from 2012 IAB Business Meeting

· A motion was made by District 6 Board member Jerry Bush to approve the minutes from the 2012 IAB Business Meeting, seconded by District 2 Board member Shirley Greene.

· District 5 Board member Charlie Ritter requested two changes to the minutes:  1) State Distribution Formula discussion, line 4, change “us” to “use”; and 2) Bruce Bronson’s title, add “Health” after “Public”; changes seconded by District 5 Board member Cheryl Juntenen. 
· Mr. Bush and Mrs. Greene agreed to the amended changes; motion passed all in favor, no opposed.
Review of the Conference Office Budget Proposal For 2014
· District 3 Director Bruce Krosch briefly explained the Association Office functions.  Budget pages, found in Tab 5 of the Conference Binder, were explained.  
· The purchase of the Idaho Network of Care resulted in costs being over the original budget for FY 2013.  The Trustees approved modification of that budget to cover the Network of Care expense.  
· Mr. Krosch explained individual expense line items (i.e., IAC contract costs).  
· Annual maintenance for Network of Care is included in the FY 2014 Association Office budget.  
· A motion was made by District 7 Board member Dr. Cope to approve the Conference Office budget for FY 2014 of $32,725; seconded by District 4 Board member Betty Ann Nettelton; no discussion; motion passed all in favor, no opposed.  

· The second Conference Office budget page is for the Annual Idaho Association of District Boards of Health conference.  Variation occurs depending on where the conference is held.  Current, there is a reserve cash balance of $4,531.  
· District 7 Board member Dr. Cope asked about the employee travel cost line item.  Mr. Krosch explained that many sub-object expense codes are housed there, including IAB Annual Conference refreshments and meals.  
· A motion was made by District 6 Board member Jerry Bush to approve the FY 2014 budget of $11,200; seconded by District 2 Board member Don Davis; no discussion; motion passed all in favor, no opposed.

Review of contract with the Idaho Association of Counties (IAC)
· District 6 Board member Donavan Harrington explained the Districts have an ongoing contract with IAC that needs to be re-approved. 
· A motion was made by District 5 Board member Tom Faulkner to continue the IAC contract; seconded by District 6 Board member Phil Christensen; 
· Several people questioned if the contract in Tab 6 of the Conference Binder was the newest version, as it is dated 2010.  District 7 Board member Dr. Cope pointed out that it is a standing contract from that date until terminated or renewed. 
· The motion passed all in favor, no opposed.

Ratifying All Trustee Decisions Since the 2012 IAB Business Meeting
· District 6 Board member Donavan Harrington explained that in the past year, changes were made by the Trustees to both the Millennium Fund and General Fund appropriation formulas.  These formula changes have caused decreases for some districts.  The Trustees have now charged Directors to go back and revisit these formulas, and determine if there are additional/different components that would be helpful to include in the formula.
· District 2 Board member Shirley Greene talked about placing the county contribution component of the General Fund formula on a 3-year rolling average, to see if it would level out bumps in funding.  The Directors will complete projections on the impact of this possibility and share what they find with the Trustees at their December 2013 meeting.
· District 3 Director Bruce Krosch explained that all Trustee decisions need to be ratified per the Idaho District Boards of Health By-laws. 
· A motion was made by District 2 Board member Don Davis to ratify all 2012-2013 Trustee decisions to date, seconded by District 2 Board member Doug Zenner; no discussion; motion passed all in favor, no opposed.

Resolutions

Food Fee

· District 4 Director Russ Duke summarized the Food Fee history that has led to this proposed Resolution.  Mr. Duke explained the question of whether or not to seek a fee increase in 2014.  The Trustees agreed on 06/05/13 that this should not be advanced in the 2014 session, but education & groundwork would be done to help move it forward in 2015.  
· District 6 Board member Donavan Harrington added that primary elections immediately following the 2014 session mean it’s probably not good timing to seek an increase in 2014.  
· District 2 Board member Shirley Greene shared that the Trustees talked about education a great deal, and the idea of an electronic newsletter to go to legislators would be a good way to do that.  
· A motion to support the Food Fee Resolution was made by District 2 Board member Shirley Greene, seconded by District 4 Board member Betty Ann Nettelton; no discussion; motion passed all in favor, no opposed.  

Medicaid Expansion 

· District 2 Director Carol Moehrle explained the Resolution that was drafted by district 2; she read the “Therefore, be it resolved,” statement.  Discussion in Trustee meeting included that statewide associations such as the Idaho Medical Association, the Idaho Hospital Association, etc. are actively advocating for Medicaid expansion, and would like the Idaho District Boards of Health  to endorse the expansion as well.
· District 6 Board member Donavan Harrington suggested breaking this into two motions, one for Medicaid expansion and second for logo placement endorsement.  
· A motion to support Medicaid expansion in Idaho and to allow use of the public health logo on materials expressing support for said expansion was made by District 5 Board member Tom Faulkner; seconded by District 3 Board member Dr. Roberge; 
· District 7 Board member Dr. Cope stated that striking the word “procure” from the second paragraph of the Resolution would make more sense.  Dr. Cope made a friendly amendment; all voted in favor of this amendment.  
· District 5 Board member Terry Kramer asked if we should change from Medicaid expansion to redesign.  District 3 Board member Dr. Roberge stated that redesign has nothing to do with Medicaid expansion.  
· District 1 Board member Dr. Allen Banks from District 1 addressed claims of savings; clearly that money is coming from somewhere, he wants to know where that is coming from, a tax increase @ federal level?  District 6 Board member Donavan Harrington stated we’ve already seen that increase on January 1, 2013.  Mr. Kramer and Mr. Harrington discussed county levies to fund county indigency funds.  
· Motion passed with three opposed (District 2’s Doug Zenner, District 1’s Dr. Allen Banks, and one proxy vote per Dr. Banks).  

State Association of Local Boards of Health (SALBOH) Rep

· District 6 Board member Donavan Harrington talked about the SALBOH conference in Bowling Green in April.  He shared how other states and national organizations view Idaho’s local public health system so favorably.  The hiring of the new NALBOH Director was approved at that meeting. 
· District 2 Board member Shirley Greene provided a report on NALBOH as well.  NALBOH’s Annual Conference will be in Salt Lake City this year.  It will be a great conference with wonderful speakers.  It is August 14-16th.  
· Mr. Harrington asked the body for SALBOH Rep nominations
· A motion was made by District 2 Board member Don Davis to nominate Donavan Harrington as IAB’s SALBOH Rep; seconded by District 6 Board member Jerry Bush/District 7 Board member Robert Cope; no additional nominations.  Motion passed all in favor, no opposed.  

New Business

· A motion was made by District 1 Board member Marlow Thompson to formally recognize Donavan Harrington’s donation of the charter bus to the Wednesday evening social event, seconded by Doug Zenner, motion passed with applause and from all, no opposed.  

· District 6 Board member Donavan Harrington passed the position of Chair of the IAB Trustees to District 5 Board member Tom Faulkner.

· A motion to adjourn was made by District 7 Board member Robert Cope; seconded by XX; motion passed all in favor, no opposed.
